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  In this paper, we discuss a questionnaire survey concerning Tsunami Fires after the 2011off the Pacific Coast 
of Tohoku Earthquake. According to the report of Fire and Disaster Management Agency, 330 fires happened in the 
Great East-Japan Earthquake. But the standards of the calculation differ for every area. In our investigation, it turned 
out that there were 149 tsunami fires in flood area. And compared with an ordinary earthquake fire, a tsunami fire has 
serious damage. 
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
