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This study focuses on the Dicaster Case Management Program in order to find the effective life recovery support
system for survivors who evacuated across a wide area. Hurricane Katrina and Rita which struck the United States in
2005 left wide spread damage along Gulf Coast areas. Survivors from Katrina and Rita evacuated all over the United

States, displaced from their original residences. Survivors faced difficulties in finding housing, employment,

transportation or health survices. The disaster case management program supported those survivors, and helped to

identify their needs and coordinate services from multiple agencies.
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
